· If you are filing for an extension, provide Chesapeake Academy with a copy of the extension

· If you did not apply for financial assistance for 2010-11, Chesapeake Academy will require a copy of the 2009 1040 and W-2 while the 2010 1040 is being finalized

· Once the 2010 1040 is filed, Chesapeake Academy will require a copy

· Please note:  If parents are separated or divorced, both parents must submit the required paperwork.  In addition, if either parent resides with a significant other he/she must submit the required paperwork as well.  Kindly refer to #17 and #18, “Frequently Asked Questions Regarding Financial Assistance at Chesapeake Academy” to further understand this requirement.

· If you are a business owner:  Due to Chesapeake Academy ON OR BEFORE February 28, 2011:

· 2010 IRS business taxes

· If you are filing for an extension, provide Chesapeake Academy with a copy of the extension

· If you did not apply for financial assistance for 2010-11, we will require a copy of the 2009 business taxes while the 2010 documents are being finalized

· Once the 2010 business documents are filed, Chesapeake Academy will require a copy

· Parents' Financial Statement (please provide Chesapeake Academy with a COPY of the submitted PFS by February 28, 2011)
