The New Family Referral Program Made Simple

Step 1

Complete and submit a New Family Referral Form with information on a great prospective family for the 2012-13 school year. Only refer a family with whom you have a personal relationship as we will be requesting your assistance in introducing this family to Chesapeake Academy.

Step 2

Working with you, we will determine the best way to approach your referred family.

Step 3

We will keep you apprised of progress, i.e., when the family is coming to visit, when application is made, when accepted, when enrolled, etc.

Step 4

Once your referral signs an enrollment contract for the 2012-13 school year, you will receive a $500 credit toward your child’s 2012-13 tuition, which will be applied to your balance.

Step 5

Feel great about helping to bring a new family to Chesapeake Academy AND enjoy your tuition credit!

The Fine Print

· All current Chesapeake Academy families are eligible to participate in the New Family Referral Program.

· There is no limit to the number of families you can refer. (Aim for attending Chesapeake Academy for free next year!)

· If more than one Chesapeake Academy family submits a New Family Referral Form for the same new family, only the first family to submit the form (by date and time) will be eligible to receive the tuition credit.

· The $500 tuition credit is per family enrolled. 

· Your referral must enroll by August 31, 2012 for the 2012-13 school year.

· We will need your assistance during the admission process, so your help doesn’t stop after you make the referral. It is best when you stay involved in the process!

· If your child is graduating from Chesapeake Academy in June 2012, your tuition credit will be used instead, to create a scholarship in your name.

· If you are a member of the Chesapeake Academy faculty or staff for the 2012-13 school year, you will receive a $500 tuition credit or an award for class enrichment.

· If your referred family applies but is not accepted by Chesapeake Academy, we will let you know as early in the process as possible, but only after we have notified the applicant. We cannot guarantee that your referral will be accepted to Chesapeake Academy.

· Chesapeake Academy’s Marketing and Enrollment Committee will arbitrate any questions regarding the program and make final decisions.
