In addition, if either parent resides with a significant other he/she must submit the required paperwork as well.  Kindly refer to #17 and #18, “Frequently Asked Questions Regarding Financial Assistance at Chesapeake Academy” to further understand this requirement.

· If you are a business owner:  Due to Chesapeake Academy ON OR BEFORE February 27, 2012:

· 2011 IRS business taxes

· If you are filing for an extension, provide Chesapeake Academy with a copy of the extension.

· If you did not apply for financial assistance for 2011-12, we will require a copy of the 2010 business taxes while the 2011 documents are being finalized.

· Once the 2011 business documents are filed, Chesapeake Academy will require a copy.

General Information

· The applicant meets ALL admission requirements (academic and citizenship) and has been accepted for enrollment/re-enrollment.

· Financial need has been demonstrated by the family based on the recommendation of SSS and information submitted by the family.
